We may collect, use, store and transfer different kinds of personal data about you include your name, 
email address and contact data.  

Cookies 

Like many websites, AGRA uses cookies in order to provide you with a more personalised web 
service. A cookie is a text-only string of information that we pass to your computer’s hard disk through 
your web-browser so that the website can remember who you are.

If you are from the European Economic Area (EEA), our legal basis for collecting and using your 
personal information, as described in this Privacy Policy, depends on the information we collect and 
the specific context in which we collect it. We may process your personal information because: 

• We need to perform a contract with you, such as when you use our services. 

• You have given us permission to do so. 

• The processing is in our legitimate interests and it is not overridden by your rights. 

• To comply with the law. 

If you are a resident of the European Economic Area (EEA), you have certain data protection rights. 
In certain circumstances, you have the following data protection rights: 

• The right to access, update or to delete the personal information we have on you. 

• The right of rectification. 

• The right of restriction. 

• The right to data portability. 

• The right to withdraw consent. 

Please note that we may ask you to verify your identity before responding to such requests. 

You have the right to complain to a Data Protection Authority about our collection and use of your 
personal information.  

Service Providers 

We employ third party companies and individuals to facilitate our Website ("Service Providers"), to 
maintain our Website on our behalf, to perform Website-related services or to assist us in analyzing 
how our Website is used. These third-parties have access to your personal information only to perform 
these tasks on our behalf and are obligated not to disclose or use it for any other purpose.
